The study aims to estimate prevalence of ADHD in children with autism. 

Children were selected from a specialized school, all of then had previous diagnosis or diagnostic suspicion of autism. They were diagnosed for ADHD, based on parents' interview and child observation. Results show that 53.1% of the ASD child had ADHD symptoms, suggesting a high frequency of ADHD symptoms in ASD patients. 

TITLE: Screening for autism spectrum disorders in children with Down syndrome: population prevalence and screening test characteristics

To assess the prevalence of autism spectrum disorders (ASD) and screening test characteristics in children with Down syndrome, by screening with the modified checklist for autism in toddlers or social communication questionnaire. Results show that the prevalence of ASD among children with Down syndrome aged 2 to 11 years is substantially higher than in the general population. 

TITLE: Changes in the autism behavioral phenotype during the transition to adulthood

The study examined whether exiting high school was associated with alterations in rates of change in autism symptoms and maladaptive behaviors. Results indicated overall improvement of autism symptoms and internalized behaviors over the study period, but slowing rates of improvement after exit.

Results showed that the children with ASD were delayed in visual accuracy and audiovisual integration compared to the control group.

TITLE: Nutritional interventions and therapies in autism: a spectrum of what we know: part 2
